Commercial packaging net -  siandard
packaging layout that allows manufacturers to
package products well, wilh a minimal amount
of waste

Corrugated board - layers of card
sandwiching a conugated layer

Corrugation -  stiengthening lechnique that
allows card to be rigid and harcer to bend

Die cutting - achining processes in which
integular shaped designs can be cut from paper
or card,

Embossing — where areas of paper are raised
1o bring attention 1o certain features in a design

Ergonomics — the science of how the human
body relates to its immediate environment

Gravure — A high-speed rotary printing
process

Hot foil blocking — where a thin layer of foi
is applied to the surface of a paper design

Injection moulding 2 process where heat-
softened plastic granules are forced under
pressure into a mould and then ejected to
produce detailed welkinished iterms

International Organisation for
Standardisation (1S0) - cgulatory by
concerned with setting quality procedures and
standards involving the manufacture of
products thoughout Furope

Laminates — Two or more similar or dissimilar
materials are bonded together to make use of
their combined physical properies.

Laminating - taking a series of thin veneers
and gluing them togeiher to form a composite
material e, plywood)

Lay planning  where marking oul
components to be cut from mateials is
planned in advance to minimise waste

Letterpress — A raised inked surface is used to
make an impression on a blank paper surface.

Offset lithography  most common and
versatie process used in pinting

Pitch and valley radius - measurements
that determine the size of cortugated fluing

Quality assurance o sysicm of
communication and practices developed by
designers and clients that ensures products
being designed and manufactured are of the
highest quality

Quality control (QC) - part of the qualiy
assurance process that is concermed with
checking, measuring and testing products as
they are developed throughout the design and
manufacturing process

Recycled paper — paper made from waste
cormugated case, newsprint and magazines

Screen printing — a printing process whereby
the ink is pushed though a stencil that exists on
a thin fibre material

Standard components - those same
components that are used time and again by
different manufacturers for different products to
reduce the overall manufacturing process

Total Quality Management (TQM) — o
targe of excellence that companies stiive to
achieve. This means they have established the
highest possible standards of excellence

Ultraviolet varnishing  where o plasiic s
applied o the surface of paper to capture more:
light and give a glossy appearance

Vacuum forming — o manufacturing fechnique
associated with thermoplastics, where plastic is
heated and shaped by the downward pressure
of air acting on the top surface of a patiem as a
vacuum is created below the pattern
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
