Questions on the exam paper will be based around :

Packaging for Water Colour Paints

Printing a CD disc card case

Point of sale display
· Materials for packaging (including plastics and aluminium), properties and uses

· Methods of making a package (including vacuum forming and injection moulding), stages in the production process when making a one off product and when making batches.

· Joining materials (Adhesives, mechanical, etc)

· Tolerances and limits when manufacturing in bulk

· Writing a specification

· Lay planning

· ICT and computer aided manufacture, digital cameras and Internet
· Printing effects to include, laminating, embossing, etc

· Printing methods to include lithography, letterpress, gravure, photocopying, laser, inkjet etc.

· Sketching ideas and using annotation to match a specification

· Writing an evaluation of your ideas, relating to the specification

· Environmental and moral issues associated with packaging (ie recycling, changing a product purely for fashion reasons, etc..)
