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· Re-read Blood Brothers
· Re-read A Christmas Carol
· Re-read Romeo and Juliet
· Re-read the poems in the anthology
· Read fiction for at least 20 minutes every night
· Read non-fiction – articles, reports, reviews, letters, newspapers etc.
· Watch Blood Brothers clips on YouTube 
· Watch A Christmas Carol
· Watch a different version of Romeo and Juliet
· Look back through exercise books – marked answers
